By now the society has come to realise that it is the world culture, be it in itself of great value, that
influences the spiritual life of human beings, forms their sense of harmony and beauty and inspires
them with a humanistic world view. The prime objective of the International Public Organisation “The
Centre of Spiritual Culture” is to work for the cultural enlightenment of the people on a world scale.

The Centre of Spiritual Culture labours at putting into effect cultural and educational programmes of
great significance in Russia and beyond its bounds. They serve the purpose of observing the priority
of eternal human values, helping the contemporary society in realising the significance of culture and
knowledge and making the human masterpieces and admirable landscapes of the surrounding world
available for all social groups.

The Centre carries out its work in various areas. The activities include organising exhibitions of fine
art works and photographs; publishing books on world culture, ethics, history, and also art albums
and magazines, as well as issuing pictorial items (art reproductions, posters, postcards, and calendars);
carrying out theoretical and applied research work and expeditions to distant places of our planet in
search of beauty, whereby the video films are created; participating in first rate international book
fairs and conferences concerning the problems of developing and preserving the heritage of world
culture.

EXHIBITION ACTIVITY

A beneficial influence of beauty on the ethical development of man is an obvious fact recognised by the best minds of the
mankind. Nicholas Roerich wrote: “The road to the world of ethics is paved through the world of beauty. Where there is beauty,
there soften hardened hearts and the soul is opened to the best feelings. Where there are vices and fight, beauty takes flight and
there reigns coarseness and depravity. Man can never achieve a moral ideal if he is not able to penetrate the concept of beauty”

Artis a way into the world of beauty, therefore since 1996 the exhibition activity has been priority of the work of the International
Public Organisation “The Centre of Spiritual Culture”

For educational tasks and bearing beauty into life, in 1997, in Samara there was opened the first Exhibition Hall, and on March
24, 1998, the Raduga Cultural Exhibition Centre including 18 showrooms was established. Nowadays, the Centre consists of
23 showrooms and 8 sites, where 35 exhibitions are exposed simultaneously. Here, 26 expositions of world masterpieces of
painting as well as cultural attributes of ancient civilizations of Egypt, Greece, Japan, India, Tibet, and also of Gothic art, and a
collection of minerals of different kinds are shown. Two rooms are used for changing exhibitions.

Theme exhibitions correspond with the general education programme on world art and culture and enable educational
institutions of various kind - from nursery schools to universities — to conduct lessons, and serve as a basis for further
education. No one remains indifferent after visiting the exhibition halls. An opportunity to try on an Indian sary and to be
photographed near the sculptures of Pharaoh and Zeus or against the background of a panoramic photograph of mountains
makes the stay here memorable.

The Centre of Spiritual Culture fruitfully co-operates with more than 100 art museums of Russia and other countries in
publishing, cultural, and educational activities.

Since 2003 a new project of creating photo exhibitions has been at work. The photographs accumulated by the co-workers of
the Centre of Spiritual Culture in the course of their expeditions to various places of our planet make splendid expositions
that offer the visitors an opportunity to enjoy the beauty of nature and architecture as well as to see places of interest in many
towns and countries. They can be accompanied with video films. These photo exhibitions were shown with success in Samara,
Ulyanovsk, Cheboksary, Moscow, Saint Petersburg, Nizhny Novgorod, Veliky Novgorod, Vologda, Ryazan and other cities of
Russia.

Due to a favorable location, convenient traffic, free admission and guided excursions, the essential content of expositions,
and their original mounting, the Raduga Cultural and Exhibition Centre has become a real attraction for numerous groups of
sightseers and tourists from Samara and neighbouring communities as well as from other cities and towns, such as Togliatti,
Bugulma, Orenburg, Dimitrovgrad, Ulyanovsk, Cheboksary, Uralsk, Balakovo, Ufa, Buguruslan, Saratov, Tambov, Perm, and
Pensa. Foreign delegations from Asian and European countries are quite often on a visit here, too.

Regional groups of co-workers and museums organise non-profit travelling exhibitions covering a great part of the territory
of Russia and also beyond its borders. They have made great efforts to promote the exhibitions in cities of Russia, Ukraine,
Kazakhstan, Byelorussia, Bulgaria, Spain, India, Israel, Mongolia, Brazil, and Sweden. The fund of travelling exhibitions of the
Centre of Spiritual Culture comprises 146 exhibitions, among them 74 art print exhibitions, 36 photo landscape exhibitions
and 36 poster exhibitions.

The Centre co-operates with public organisations in developing their activities in promoting the revival of spiritual, moral,
and ethic values amongst human beings on the basis of knowledge of the riches of world culture; in strengthening friendly ties
between individuals, peoples, and nations; in the studying, preserving, collecting, and popularising the artistic, scientific, and
philosophical heritage of the world culture; it also promotes international co-operation in the said spheres. Therefore, exhibition
centres, similar to Raduga, have been established. Since then they have been performing successful work in Ulyanovsk,
Dimitrovgrad, Cheboksary, Yoshkar-Ola, Saratov, Balakovo, Chapayevsk, Bezenchuk, Pestravka, Khvorostyanka, Voznesensk
(the Republic of Ukraine), and Priyutovo.

Since 1998, about 14 million people have visited all exhibitions, both stationary and travelling. More than two million people
have visited the Raduga Cultural and Exhibition Centre during this period. There have been held about 40,000 excursions.

In September 2006, the Centre of Spiritual Culture, along with several other organisations in our region, was appreciated by the
regional administration and awarded a registration certificate as a Charitable Organisation of the Samara Region.

In April 2007, the Centre of Spiritual Culture was awarded a sign of public recognition — the Medal “Social Capital” of I degree
for socially significant activities and a weighty contribution to the formation of Social Capital of Russia.

On March 22, 2011, the staft of the Centre of Spiritual Culture was awarded a Diploma of the Samara Regional Duma for
a considerable contribution to the cultural and educational work and for educating young generations in spiritual, moral, and
ethic values.

In 2015, the International Public Organisation “The Centre of Spiritual Culture” together with Raduga won a grant for an
educational project. The goal of the project was to meet the educational, cultural and spiritual needs of the elderly persons and
to involve them in the museum and exhibition activities and volunteering. As a result, the help of 97% “silver age” participants
in the volunteering activities and participation in future exhibitions and projects could be enlisted and the importance of self-
education in the sphere of culture could be highlighted.

In January 2017 and July 2022, the Centre of Spiritual Culture confirmed its status and was awarded a certificate as a Charitable
organisation of the Samara Region.

CULTURAL AND SCIENTIFIC CONTACTS

The International Centre of Spiritual Culture gives much attention to developing and strengthening creative contacts
with cultural and scientific institutions in our country and in other countries. The Centre fruitfully cooperates with
the Institute of Oriental Studies at the Russian Academy of Sciences (RAS), the Institute of History, Natural Science
and Technology at the RAS, the Scientific Research Institute of the Theory of Architecture and City Planning, the
State Hermitage Museum, the State Russian Museum, the State Museum of Oriental Art, the Nicholas Roerich
Museum in New York, the Art Centre Moscow, the Centre of Arts Kunst Beratung (Switzerland), the Karnataka
Chitrakala Parishath Art Academy, Sheth Anandji Kalyanji Trust, National Academy of Art Lalit Kala (India),
the Martiros Sarian Museum in Yerevan (Armenia), Université Sorbonne Nouvelle, Palace of Versailles (France),
the International Academy of Traditional Tibetan Medicine, and with many other organisations. Researches
in the field of image processing and analysis are conducted in cooperation with the Image Processing Systems
Institute of the RAS, Samara National Research University named after Academician S.P. Korolev, Yale University
(USA), Fraunhofer Institute of Optronics, System Technologies and Image Exploitation (Germany), Foundation
of Perspective Research (Russia).

The Centre also cooperates actively with many painters. These are the masters in different genres of painting,
recognized in Russia and abroad, such as Evgeny Emelyanov, Yury Kushevsky, Pyotr Lybaev, Maxim Fayustov, and
Dmitry Shmarin.

The basis of this co-operation is the synthesis of art and science. State-of-the-art methods for image processing
and considerable database of digital images afford researchers, armed with the latest computer equipment, an
opportunity of the detailed study of art works kept in different museums and private collections of the world. Art
critics, specialists from museums and archives, scientific experts, cultural figures of different spheres, as well as
leading scientists take part in the preparation of publications having both scientific and cultural value.

Many publications that represent on the one hand the multiform art of the eastern peoples - those of India, Tibet,
Altai and on the other hand most prominent cultural workers of the West — spiritual enthusiasts, scientists of
genius, and outstanding inventors, are examples of a successful combination of competent textual preparatory
work, qualified image processing, and production potentials of modern polygraphy.

Together with the scholars of Samara University, Russian Academy of Science (RAS), and German Science centers
researches in the sphere of computational aesthetics and artificial intelligence are conducted. The results have been
published in leading Russian and international journals, and represented at international scientific conferences
in Japan, USA, China and European countries. For these researches, both comprehensive knowledge of the co-
workers of Centre in the field of colour image processing and an extensive image bank are of great importance.

Vast and unique experience of the co-workers of the Centre in photography and handling with the photographic
and polygraphic equipment was essential for many projects of the Samara University and Image Processing Systems
Institute of the RAS. Among these are projects on development of ultra-compact systems of artificial vision on the
basis of diffractive nano-photonics and artificial intelligence, development of algorithms for colour consistence for
Huawei as well as researches on colour correction. International collaboration of the Centre laid the foundation

for cooperation between Russian scientists and their western colleagues from Switzerland and USA on projects in the
field of neurocognitive sciences.

A fruitful cooperation with the Samara National Research University dates back to 2002, the results of cooperation
laid the foundation for three candidate’s and one doctoral thesis in technical sciences. In particular, the results of the
work were implemented for the activities of the Centre on preparation and reproduction of colour images. The first
candidate’s thesis with the title «Reproduction of colour images on the basis of consistent identification», dealing
with the issues of high-quality reproduction of colour images, was defended in 2005. Currently, the work on three
candidate s and one doctoral thesis is in progress.

The Centre of Spiritual Culture takes an active part in conferences held in Geneva, Crét-Bérard, Delhi, and Ahmedabad
as well as participates in scientific conferences, seminars, symposia, international book exhibitions and fairs in Moscow,
Astana, Frankfurt am Main, Bologna, Birmingham, etc. For a wide acquaintance with the cultural achievements of the
peoples of the world we use a variety of methods. On the basis of the Raduga Exhibition Centre there are held days
of national culture, presentations, panel discussions on the problems of education and culture with the participation
of guests native to the city and from other countries; besides, lectures on philosophy, ethics and fine arts are regularly
given. With the support of the Embassies to the Russian Federation and a number of public organisations, the Days of
Japanese, Tibetan, Indian, Irish, French, and Polish Culture took place at the Centre.

IN SEARCH OF BEAUTY

The Centre of Spiritual Culture (www.mcdk.org) is engaged in organising expeditions, the main task of which is to create
the exhibitions of paintings, photos and panoramic landscape photographs and to provide the publishers and the art
workshop with the images necessary for the reproduction of posters, artistic and picture postcards.

In search of beauty, the specialists of the photo agency have travelled to the Caucasus, the Altai, the Alps, and the Himalayas.
There were conducted expeditions to Karelia, Lake Baikal, and Alkhanai. They have worked in Africa, South America,
Australia, the Antarctic, Greenland, New Zealand, and many countries of Eurasia such as India, Nepal and others.

As a result, extensive photo materials were gathered, which allowed to organise a number of expositions and to print
dozens of art catalogues dedicated to the most beautiful and unique places of our planet.

The image bank of the Centre of Spiritual Culture comprises hundreds of thousands digital images of paintings by Russian
and foreign artists, landscapes, architectural monuments, and cities of our planet. The most important place in the database
belongs to splendid sights of mountains — panoramic photos of mountain ranges and peaks, picturesque sunrises and
sunsets, highland lakes, waterfalls, and glaciers. The search of beauty is in process: A number of new expeditions to the
hard-to-reach areas of the planet are planned for the future.

After years of photographing in the museums of Russia and foreign countries, in private collections and due to the
collaboration with the painters, an extensive fund of paintings was created. This allows to expand and renew exhibition
funds and to publish new art prints. Due to this work, new museums and collectors are involved annually in the orbit of
co-operation.

The Centre of Spiritual Culture takes part in the realisation of the project for the preservation of the world culture heritage.
At the request of museums, CDs with the images of paintings are recorded, reproductions for travelling exhibitions are
printed, digital restoration of images is fulfilled, and the catalogues of museum collections are prepared.

The technological capabilities, a many years’ experience of long standing, and highly qualified professionals make it possible to
put into practice a full-scale performing of every project: from the conception of the issue under consideration, its design, the text
capture, and proofreading to a scientific, artistic, literary, and technical editing.

It published its first book in the late 80s of the past century. And since 1989, the publishing house has produced more than 300
editions: art albums, catalogues, books on history, philosophy, culture, ethnography, mineralogy, orientalism, as well as scientific
works on art, educational literature and fiction. We work with authors from Russia, Latvia, Estonia, Armenia, the USA, France,
Austria, Great Britain, Spain, Ukraine, and India. They are art critics, architects, philologists, historians, archaeologists, orientalists,
geologists, physicists from the leading cultural and scientific institutions of the world, such as the State Tretyakov Gallery, the State
Hermitage Museum, the State Russian Museum, the State Museum of Oriental Art, the Nicholas Roerich Museum in New York,
the Institute of Oriental Studies at the Russian Academy of Sciences, the Institute of History, Natural Sciences and Technology at
the Russian Academy of Sciences, the Institute of Asian and African Studies at the Moscow State University, and others.

The album Alexey Pozdneyev and His Oriental Collection produced in close co-operation with the specialists of the State Museum
of Oriental Art, is dedicated to the works of oriental art preserved as a collection heritage. The album Sacred Images of Tibet has
no parallel in Russia with its nearly two hundred colour reproductions of tankas — pictorial Tibetan icons — and contains a lot of
interesting and exact information on the art of making tankas.

The Album Babur-nameh is a unique edition representing samples of calligraphy and miniature pictures created in the Emperor
Akbar’s workshops. The seven-volume edition Akbar-nameh is dedicated to the biography of Akbar the Great, the ruler and the
warlord of the Mughal Empire. The Album Temples of Khajuraho, the first one of the kind published in Russia, represents the
world-famous monument of Indian architecture, protected by the UNESCO. The book deals with the history of discovery of
Khajuraho and tells the history of the Chandela dynasty in India.

Together with the Embassy of India in Moscow a Russian translation of the work Heritage of Buddhist Pala Art by Dr. Sudhakar
Sharma, member of National Academy of Art Lalit Kala, was published.

Thanks to the co-workers of the Centre of Spiritual Culture ten books from the series The Sacred Sites of Jains appeared, that is,
Ranakpur, Girnar, Shravanabelagola, Delwara, Pawapuri, Taranga, Kumbharia, Sonagiri, Parasnath Hills, and Orissa. They deal
with the architectural peculiarities of the Jain temples, legends about their creation, and show photos of the interior and exterior.
Art album The Temples of Shatrunjaya, published with the participation of the Embassy of India in Moscow, is dedicated to the
unique architectural monument - a Jain temple complex on the Mount Shatrunjaya in India. All publications are illustrated with
high-quality photos made during several expeditions.

In close co-operation with the research workers of the Nikola Tesla Museum in Belgrade there was published the first Russian
edition of the legacy of this great inventor of genius: Articles, Lectures, Colorado-Springs: Notes, Patents.

A one-volume edition of the philosophical works by Thomas Vaughan also appeared. Vaughan was a renowned English philosopher,
alchemist and clergyman of the seventeenth century, and wrote under the pseudonym Eugenius Philalethes.

A biography of Paracelsus by Anna Stoddart was translated into Russian and published. Swiss physician, alchemist, and natural
philosopher Theophrastus von Hohenheim, or Paracelsus, was a famous figure of the Renaissance. He is credited as the “father of
iatrochemistry” and one of the founders of modern science.

PRESCHOOL AND PRIMARY SCHOOL

The main task of the preschool and primary school lies in educating children in the air of beauty, harmony and joy.

This department has been in existence since 1996. During the time stated, more than 150 children have been educated here.

The age of children to enroll in the preschool should be 2,5 or 3 years. Seven-year-olds can be admitted to our primary school. Along
with other employees, the school staft includes a speech therapist and a psychologist. Music teachers involve children in various activi-
ties and stage interesting and vivid performances and celebrations. Altogether, about one hundred festive events have already been held.
Our school has been operating for 20 years.

Many years of experience have made it possible to establish firm traditions and elaborate new effective teaching methodology. There
appeared such author designs as Lesson of Peace on September 1, Self-Rule Day, Health Day.

The primary school conducts weekly classes on the aesthetic education when the pupils visit the Raduga exhibition halls and get ac-
quainted with the works of great artists. In addition, there are etiquette studies. There are hiking tours to the Zhiguli Mountains or-
ganised in spring and autumn, too.

School-age children enjoy spending summer time at the campsite in Alakayevka. There they are without parents and learn to acquire
self-service skills. The children do some agricultural work within their capabilities near the homestead and play outdoor games. The
number of the school graduates has already exceeded 80 children and in 2023 there will be hold graduation celebrations for the seven-
teenth time.
